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LET'S TALK ABOUT FIRST AID

I was pleased when Tom and I first started riding together that he had a large first aid kit on the bike, but I have

t

to admit | didndt take the twemreattthe bdgianing of aiding sensorl aadgetting tha r .

bikes ready to go, many of our members are about to take CPR again and I want you to pull out your first aid kit,
take a look at it and see what kind of injuries or conditions could you treat with it? If yours is like ours, it is a nice
basic kit. You can bandage a sprained wrist, a small cut, a little road rash maybe, but not much more. A first aid kit
is like a house without furniture you have to fill it up with what is going to work with your wants and needs and
being a biker those needs could be extensive. Whether going as a group or out on your own, there is the potential
for having to treat serious injuries and having to wait for help o come

First and foremost, put in a print out of your medication list, emergency contacts, allergies, pharmacy phone
number and important medical information and update it at least yearly. If you have an anaphylactic type of allergy
make sure you have an epi-pen available and those that ride with you know where you keep it. The life you save may
very well be your own or your co-rider.

Some of the things that we may need to treat on the road are bug bites, allergic reactions, eye and wound injuries,
alterations in blood sugars, heat exhaustion, cardiovascular events, major trauma and burns.
This is the list of things that I am putting in our kit this year, as a nurse I have access to some stuff that you may

(o]

not (unfortunately | dondt have access to the reallape good

the common situations you can come across and can try to treat and I am sure that you can adapt your kit foo.

I have an extra wrist blood pressure cuff and stethoscope that I can put in the bike. If you are diabetic and have
upgraded your glucose meter put your old one in your bike with a few strips (or give it to someone that you ride
with that knows how to use it). So many people of all ages are diabetic now and a low or high blood sugar is an
emergency. I added glucose tabs; you may want to put in 2-3 hard candies or packets of honey or sugar left over
from a dinner. Water bottles and a couple of protein bars are a must on every bike. Put in a couple of gallon sized
freezer Ziploc bags, they can be used as ice bags, airsickness bags, water containers, put some air in them and use
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as an air splint, put a shirt in one for a makeshift pillow, put your hand in one to protect yourself when applying
direct pressure to stop a bleeding wound and while it sounds gross, if a traumatic injury has occurred with
amputation, put the body part in the bag with a small amount of water (preferably saline) to keep it moist and cool
so reattachment can be an option.

So many medications now come in those individual blister packages and you only need one or two of each. Put in your
pack an Aspirin for possible heart attack or stroke, Benadryl for allergic reaction, a non sedation allergy
medication like Claritin, a NSAID like Aleve or Motrin for pain and inflammation. Put in a couple of tablespoons of
baking soda, as a thick paste can help with a bug bite, a thin paste helps with a sun burn, mix it with a glass of
water to relieve gastric distress from heart burn, you can even brush your teeth with it. Yes, something green
stuck on your teeth or a bug flyinginyourmout h i snét a true emergency wuntil it ¢
there! Add a couple of pills like Imodium for diarrhea. More than one biker has eaten at the wrong restaurant! T
put in a couple of sterile normal saline syringes for eye or wound irrigation. A drop of no tears baby shampoo can
settle down itchy, scratchy eyes. Look at your medicine cabinet, is there medication for occasional use that you
may need on the road? Put it in a snack sized plastic bag or container and label with what it is, what it is for and
the expiration date from the bottle, usually it is good for a couple of years but T would encourage you to change it
out each season.

Last year on the way to Wing Ding, before I bought my wonderful cool vest, T probably was minutes at one point of
devel oping a case of heat exhawustion. On the bike we dont¢
accelerates the dehydration. We candt tell how much we ar e
very quickly. I put in our kit some disposable thermometers and I am going to get a couple of those temperature

strips that go across your forehead, because you want to cool someone down very slowly to prevent seizures or

shock, and if emergency response team comes it is helpful for them to know how overheated someone became. As

we age be come less tolerant to high fevers, at even 100.5 we can lose significant concentration and with serious

heat stroke you can easily see body temperatures climb to 105.

If you have the room, a couple of instant hands warmers and a space age blanket can come in very handy. Good

tape and assorted bandages, steristrips, but dondét ever tr
ointment, alcohol wipes, betadine antiseptic and hand cleansers. Small sharp scissors, tweezers, Kelly clamps or

forceps, a pen light all come in handy. If riding in populated areas remember that many gas station stores carry

single dose packets of over the counter medications but it is better and cheaper to already have them on the bike.

When we are on the road our alertness is crucial o our making it back home, a piece of sand in our eye, sneezing
from allergies, being overheated, all these are a distraction that can make us loose our concentration at the wrong
moment. Especially when riding in a group it is easy to dismiss a situation, and our ability to judge how impaired we
are with an illness or condition is the first thing to go. Like I always tell my patients, it is easier and quicker to fix
something before it becomes a problem, so speak up and let someone know. Pushing through the pain or problem
doesndt work at 70 miles per hour on 2 wheel s.

Honda to end US motorcycle production, shift work
to Japan plant

DAYTON, Ohio: Honda Motor Co. plans to stop making motorcycles in the United States next year and transfer
the work to Japan, pulling the plug on its first U.S. plant. The 330,000-square-foot (30,657 sq. meter) Marysville,
Ohio, plant, built in 1979, turns out large Gold Wing touring and VTX cruiser motorcycles. The work will be shifted
to a plant in Japan that can produce bikes more efficiently. The Ohio plant employs 450 workers. Honda said there
will be no layoffs when production ends in spring 2009. The workers will remain with the company, helping produce
cars, trucks, engines and parts and filling other jobs at Honda's operations in west-central Ohio, the company said.
“"There were a lot of people who felt disappointment," said plant manager Jan Gansheimer, noting that many
employees are motorcycle enthusiasts who have spent much of their careers at the plant. "There were some
emotional considerations." But realizing it was a business decision and knowing they would not lose their jobs made
it easier to accept, she said. Last year, the plant produced about 44,000 Gold Wing touring and VTX cruiser bikes.
Gansheimer said production of 120 motorcycles a day will continue for now. A decision on whether to phase out
production and transfer workers gradually or do it all at once has not been made. Ray Riffle, of Pastaskala, east of
Columbus, has been riding motorcycles for more than 30 years and bought his first Gold Wing motorcycle in May.
"T feel it's a great product, and Americans have done a great job in putting them together," said Riffle, 52. "I hate
to see them leave." Honda said motorcycle production at the Marysville plant and at the Hamamatsu factory in
Japan will be consolidated at an expanded motorcycle plant in Kumamoto, Japan, in 2009.The larger motorcycles
currently made at Marysville and the medium-sized ones produced at Hamamatsu will be manufactured together
under one roof." This move allows us to improve the competitiveness and appeal of our products by applying the
latest technologies and production systems at one efficient location," said Akio Hamada, president and chief
executive of Honda of America. The Japanese plant will be capable of producing up to 600,000 motorcycles a year.
Capacity at the Marysville plant is 75,000.No decision has been made about what to do with the Marysville plant.
The Motorcycle Industry Council estimates that 1.11 million motorcycles were sold in the United States in 2007,
down from 1.19 million in 2006.Council spokesman Mike Mount said rising energy costs may be one reason for the
sales dip, but noted that motorcycle sales steadily increased for 14 years leading up to 2006, which was the best
year for sales in 30 years. Honda spokesman Ed Miller said the company is confident that sales will increase as the
economy strengthens. Honda says it holds about 25 percent of the U.S. market in sales of motorcycles, all-terrain
vehicles and scooters. Honda currently employs about 13,000 workers at five plants in Ohio fi two in Marysville and
one each in East Liberty, Anna and Russells Point. Besides motorcycles, the employees make the Accord, Civic,
Element, CR-V, Acura TL and RDX sport utility vehicle.__On the Net:
