Safety Article

THE HISTORY OF THE GWRRA RIDER EDUCATION PROGRAM

The Gold Wing Road Riders Association has been teaching and promoting motorcycle safety from its founding on
June 4, 1977. The earliest newsletters of the small group that met monthly at a local restaurant and coffee shop in
Phoenix, Arizona featured guest speakers on safety topics including a motorcycle policeman. When the original
charter for GWRRA was established, the only motorcycle organization endorsed by GWRRA was the Motorcycle
Safety Foundation (MSF) for its efforts in making family motorcycling a safer, more enjoyable pastime. The first
Gardner. By December, Dave Van de Water had taken over as "Safety Information Officer." (Dave's contributions
to GWRRA's earliest history were many, including the development of the first GWRRA logo by one of his
company's graphic artists.)

Since that time, dozens of members have spent countless hours improving the program to help members ride safer
and with more skill and enjoyment.
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GWRRA Rider Education, working with MSF and other motorcycle safety programs, will continue its commitment to
excellence in motorcycle safety.

The acceptance of the Rider Education Program has been dramatic. Participation jumped from 700 enrolled in 1987
to a high point of nearly 40,000 by 1996. These figures have fluctuated since then, with 2003 numbers returning
to over 25,000 with growth continuing. Every GWRRA Region has an Educator on staff with Educators in every
District and nearly every Chapter.

. A Handbook is now ready for distribution and use, as just one more step toward achieving the safety goals of
GWRRA. Having acquired national recognition from the Motorcycle Safety Foundation as "Outstanding Motorcycle
Organization” almost every year from 1990 through the present; the men, women and children who have given so
freely of their time to the GWRRA Rider Education Program can truly be proud of their part in building GWRRA's
unparalleled heritage in the world of motorcycle safety education. For more information about the history of the
Rider Ed program, visit the Rider Ed pages of the GWRRA Web site.

RIDE YOUR OWN RIDE

We have all heard this phrase and many of us have said it o new members of our riding Group. But what does it
really mean? Basically it means that we should all ride in a way, and at a pace, that we are comfortable with. This is
different for each Rider and Co-Rider and it can change depending on many variables.

Here are some of the variables and I'm sure that you can name many more:

1- Are we riding in a group or alone?

2 - Are we with a group that we are familiar with or a new group of Riders?

3 - Weather conditions. Is it hot, cold, raining?

4 - Road condition: Interstate, city streets, loose gravel, road construction?

5 - Our physical and mental states (are we tired, anxious, upset, have aches and pains?

6 - Am I riding for distance or sightseeing and enjoyment?

The item that is important when riding in a group is that you try to ride in a way that will make ALL of the
participants feel comfortable. To accomplish this we must all make everyone feel free to express their thoughts
about a ride without demeaning them. We must all be willing to compromise to make the ride as enjoyable as
possible for all. Try not to pressure anyone to feel they need to ride faster than they are comfortable with. If we
see that someone is falling back, the Lead should slow the pace to keep the Team together. If someone feels that
this is not acceptable, you should probably break into more Teams to accommodate this "need".

I have seen rides broken into three groups tfo accommodate the desired speed of the Riders/Co-Riders. They had a
fast, medium and slow group. They were all briefed on stops and the final destination that they would meet at. Each
group had a Lead and Drag assigned to them and they were spaced out so as to not interfere with each other. Each
bike was allowed to pick the group that they wished to ride with, depending on the pace.
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I know one Rider who made it clear that if you didn't stay up with them you probably needed to take some riding
courses so that you could keep up. I feel that this type of behavior is demeaning to others and is not good for our
image, safety or enjoyment of our sport.

When T was younger I rode much different than I do today and I feel that I now ride much smarter. I may be able
to ride faster than I do, but I ride as fast as I want to ride.

We should all try to let everyone Ride Their Own Ride without feeling pressured to ride any other way.

You may have cruise control on your bike and you may think it's God's gift when you are out on a long ride and your
right hand begins to cramp. But you should pay attention to this bit of advice: NEVER use cruise control if the road
is wetl

If your bike's speed sensor obtains its information from the front wheel and the ground is slippery, your engine
can begin to race aggressively as that control tries to increase your speed. That, of course, spins the rear tire. You
have lost control!

And if that's not bad enough, once you pass beyond that wet spot and regain traction with your rear tire you can
then be literally thrown of f your bike, at least accelerated big time, when it does so.

Remember Spacing and Formation for a group trip!

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RECIPES

Brown Bag BBQ Chicken

1 bottle of favorite BBQ sauce

2 chicken fryers, cut into pieces

1 large brown paper bag.
Place chicken in large brown paper bag. Pour sauce into bag and roll
top of bag down. Secure with clips or staples. Place bag in roaster,
cover and bake at 500 for 15 minutes. Reduce heat to 350 and bake for
1 hour and 15 minutes more. Serves 6

1 fresh pineapple cut into spears

6 bananas

1 (1 % inch thick) ham steak

1 teaspoon prepared mustard

1 tablespoon brown sugar

Butter

Juice of %2 lemon
Place pineapple spears around the sides of an oblong baking dish. Place
peeled bananas in the center of the dish, inside the pineapple ring.
Place steak over fruit. Spread mustard over ham. Sprinkle with the
brown sugar. Dot surface with butter and sprinkle with lemon juice.
Bake at 350 oven for 20 minutes. Turn steak and cook for 20 minutes
on the other side. Serve the ham steak sliced diagonally with the baked
fruit. Serve with rice. Serves 4,
