The weather 

Friday was great, but the night got down to 38 degrees and made for an almost cold morning.  Saturday 

after the lunch, we went back to the camp site and sat around telling stories.  Both nights we had a camp 

fire and we are planning on doing this next year, so maybe we‟ll have some other couples camping with us.

Shirley and I attended the Oregon District Rally in Prineville OR on June 12th – 15th. The trip down was 

a little different.

We traveled to Sisters and had a great lunch 

and much window shopping.  If you ever get to Prineville, stop in at Brothers Restaurant, just west of town 

on Highway 26 for a great meal or eat at Bobbie Sue‟s on 3rd street in Prineville and you can not eat it all. 

The trip home was un-eventful and the mileage was back to normal on both bikes. 

We attended the Wyoming District Rally in Newcastle, WY on June 19th – 22nd along with Duane and 

Phyllis Battien, Dave Betz, and Ken Wicker and his grand-daughter Shelayne from WA-C.  This trip started 

out under cloudy skies and a little wind.  We made our first day to the KOA in Big Timber, MT.  The second 

day started out a little cool, but warmed up by the time we got to Harding, MT.  Several riders went to the 

Little Big Horn site and the rest stayed at the Casino (Shirley and Phyllis).  We encountered a little road 

construction after Sheridan, WY, but not enough to slow us down. We stopped in Buffalo to re-fuel and 

heard that there were predictions of thunder storms around Gillette.  So we turn on the weather band WB 

on the 1800‟s and sure enough the threat was there.  We looked to the skies and not a cloud was  in sight, 

so we pressed on.  A short time down the road, Shirley informed us that her right fender was broken and 

flapping in the air. We found the support brace had broken in half.  Ken Wicker got out his electric tape, as 

no one had any other kind of tape, and we fixed it as best we could till we got to Gillette.  We thought our 

problems were solved, but then the real dark, black clouds appeared and the weather prediction was for the 

thunder showers and now included hail and 50 MPH winds. Ten miles down the road, Shirley informs us that 

the left fender was loose and rubbing the tire.  We found two bolts had worked their way out and were on 

I-90 somewhere, but not in a tire. We arrived at Gillette and decided to “motel it” there.  I made a trip to 

Home Depot and got what I needed to temporarily fix Shirley‟s bike.  I returned and opened my trailer to 

get our things out and discovered the right pivot brace was broken.  This was starting to be the trip from

fixed the trailer as best we could and headed out for Newcastle the next morning, where we arrived in time 

for Opening Ceremonies with no further problems.

On August 23, 2008 Gold Wing Road Riders Association Chapter WA-N is hosting a Teddy Bear Roundup for 

COPS NE and benefiting Holy Family Hospital and other facilities caring for children.  We are planning for 

volunteers to be waiting at any of the entrances of Holy Family to accept the stuffed animals and donations 

can also be dropped off at COPS North East at 5208 North Market Street (625-3343) at any time if you 

can‟t make the date.  

The stuffed animals can be new or gently used. A long time volunteer of over 20 years, Bernadine Howell 

has been cleaning, sanitizing and individually bagging the bears for years. She fluffs the bows, cleans a spot 

of dirt, makes sure that each is ready and suitable to be loved and cuddled. Shirley Alexander of the 

volunteer office distributes them and spends a few moments with each person letting the patients know that 

someone cares. The bears and other cuddly animals will be given to children in the emergency room who are 

undergoing painful procedures or need to be comforted.  Holy Family Hospital has one of the busiest 

Emergency Departments in the state and sees many children. The ER staff has many stories of children who 

have been severely traumatized and are holding tightly to a used stuffed animal they just received as if it 

was the most precious thing they have ever gotten.   

The bears also are given to patients in the oncology unit who have just been given difficult news or who are 

in struggling with their illness.  Many are given to patients that are dying.  You would be surprised how many 

people die alone because all their family has preceded them in death or live too far away to be there at the 

end. It is very gratifying be able to place a bear, dog, or a bunny into a persons empty arms to cuddle in 

those last days and seem them relax or smile. It doesn‟t seem to matter if you are 22 or 92; these bears 

really make a difference in peoples lives. We have heard stories back that these bears have attended 

memorial services and then were gifted to a grandchild, or given later to child that was unborn at the time 

of the passing. They‟ve been kept as special mementos by loved ones of those last days. Our patients aren‟t 

in their own bed, not lying next to the ones that they love, sometimes scared, in pain, and by gifting a bear 

you really are making a difference that cannot be quantified. 

Holy Family has been seeing record numbers of patients this year and many times there have been no 

stuffed animals to give out, so hospital staff have gone down to the gift shop and bought a bear for a 

patient in need. The ER staff has called for these small toys to be given to traumatized children and none 

have been available. 

So as you are passing yard sales this summer, thinning out your kids toy box, or just see an awesome 

stuffed animal at a store, think about the need. Please bring them to Holy Family on the 23rd of August or 

any time of year to COPS North East. Dave Chromy is planning a great ride after the roundup! So please 

join us!

  SAFETY ARTICLE 

GL1500 Maintenance Tip 

 If you have a GL1500, and possibly the GL1800 also, and are having problems trying to set the cruise control or 

keeping the cruise control set while you are riding, check your clutch lever for free play.  I had these problems and 

had to keep outward pressure with my fingers on the clutch lever to keep the cruise control set.  I thought I was 

having some kind of major problems with the cruise control, as bumps in the road would cause it to shut off.  And 

after talking to several people, someone suggested replacing the bushing on the clutch lever.  As it turns out, I had 

about 1/2" of free play in the clutch lever.  The bushing has a rod that fits into it and goes into the clutch master 

cylinder.   This is a very simple repair.  Take the clutch handle off, then the bushing will drop right out, and put the 

new one in.  The Honda part # 22885-MB0-006; the price is about $9.
