  Safety Article 
Helmets part 3 

 
Some hints to help you get that new helmet which is entirely subjective on your part. Do you find you like full-

faced, flip-up, three-quarter, or half? Consider some of the safety studies that have proven that full-faced 

helmets provide the most protection o f all. There are other reasons for not choosing a full-faced helmet and only 

you have the reasons to justify choosing other than a full-faced helmet. Remember, as you take away some of the 

helmet structure, let us say going to a three-quarter variation, you are reducing your protection and invite injury 

that otherwise might be protected. Many accidents with three-quarter helmets have resulted in lower jaw and 

facial injuries that would not have happened had the rider adorned a full-faced helmet. A reduction of the 

protection granted by the helmet design, the more the risk you create resulting in a worse injury.  

Your goal to finding a new helmet is to meet your needs, find a comfortable piece of equipment, and one that will 

maximize your protection using your selection criteria. There are several models and brands available. Helmet 

manufacturers have prices that are "cheap" and some brand named helmets have high and "staggering" prices. 

"Getting what you pay for" does not always apply because a very expensive helmet will not guarantee you any more 

protection than a more moderately priced one. At a very minimum, find helmets that meet the standards of the 

U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT). The helmet design can be a full, swing-up version, ¾, or half. Leather 

skidlids and half shells will not cut it for real protection of your most valuable asset. However, any protection for 

your head is going to be better than no protection at all. Another factor to consider when it is time to replace your 

helmet is that over time, your head size and head shape may change as you age. Also, consider that over time, the 

manufacturer may change the design and the method by which they measure the helmet. Your once favorite helmet 

manufacturer may not be able to provide you the comfort it once did for the same sized helmet. It is in your best 

interest to shop around and to get an actual "feel" of the helmet you are going to purchase. As long as the helmet 

displays that " DOT" symbol, you can be assured that at the factory the helmet passed the minimum stress tests. 

If you buy your helmet from a reputable dealer, you will have a better chance that the helmet had never been 

dropped or had been abused before it got to you. Always remember that buying your helmet with a "bargain" deal 

there is "a reason" why that helmet is marked as a "good" deal. Keep in mind that you will usually get what you pay 

for.
