I HOP Pumpkin Pancakes 
 2 e ggs 

1 ¼ c buttermilk  

4 tablespoon melted butter  

3 tablespoon canned pumpkin  

¼ c sugar  

¼ teaspoon salt  

1 ¼ c flour  

½ teaspoon baking powder  

½ teaspoon baking soda  

¼ teaspoon cinnamon 

¼ teaspoon allspice  

Preheat a skillet over medium heat and coat pan with c ooking spray. Combine eggs, buttermilk, pumpkin, 

sugar and salt in a large bowl. Use a mixer to blend ingredients. Add dry ingredients to wet ingredients and 

blend in mixer til l smooth. Pour the batter in ¼ cup portions into the hot pan to make 5 inch circ les. Cook 

for about 1 - 2 minut es on each side. Serves 3 to 4  
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Pumpkin Muffins -  I have been making th ese cake- like muffins for almost twenty years and get yelled at 

if I donõt! 

Oven to 350 -  grease pans  

3 cups sugar  

3/4 cups shortening and cream together  

Add 4 eggs  

2 cups canned pumpkin  

3 ½ c flour  

2/3 c water  

1 ½ tsp salt  

½ tsp baking powder  

2 tsp soda  

1 tsp cinnamon  

½ tsp cloves  

Makes to 2 loaves (bake for 50 minutes) or 24 muffins (about 20 minutes) or a zillion mini muffins (12 - 15 

minutes)  

 

Turkey ð Cranberry Croissants  
8 oz softened cream cheese  

¼ cup orange marmalade  

6 large croissants  

Shredded lettuce  

1 lb sliced turkey  

A cup cranberry sauce  

Beat cream cheese, marmalade and 1 tablespoon water in a bowl. Spread small amount evenly on cut sides of 

croissa nts. Top with lettuce and slices of Turkey. Place cranberry sauce in a bowl and stir for easy 

spreading. Spread 2 - 3 tablespoons over turkey  and place top of croissant over cranberry sauce. Serves 6
