a different way. The main reason we went to a Trike is because of the stability it provides in all types of weather

and road conditions and we both feel much safer when riding two up. As any rider will tell yol
different ball game when you are carrying a passenger as opposed to riding by yourself . The balance of the bike

can be thrown off with the slightest movement of your passenger and if you start to loose your balance there is no

way to hold up a big Wing and a co -rider. With a Trike or side car you are less concerned with a little gravel i  n the

corner or wet pavement and it takes a lot of stress out of your ride, when carrying your co -rider. After all, riding

is supposed to be fun and if you are concerned about the safety of you and your passenger that can take a lot of

the fun out of your ride. |find myselftakingthe Trike t o wor k a | ot more now that we
so darn much fun to ride and of course it draws much more attention than a normal bike does. Some of the

advantages of riding a Trike are getting around in pa rking lots and negotiating tight turns. Sitting in heavy traffic

Noise

As | was searchi ng the web for news and ideas for this month newsletter , it was quickly apparent of 2 subjects

were poppingupatme,and it didndt hurt t haourdgathdrig ths ménth.e Onheictteme up at
increase in motorcycles on the road and the increase in accidents and fatali ties. The second issue is the complaints

of communities about the noise of these motorcycles. Many communities are passing noise ordinances that are

directed at motorcycles. Now we know that our beloved Gold Wi ngs are one of the more quiet bikes and those noisy

Harl eyés are a big offender, but still we can be i mpacted
Seattle Municipal Code 11.57.280: no person shall modify the exhaust system in a manner which will amplify or

increase the noise emitted by the engine of such vehicle abo  ut that emitted by the muffler originally installed on

bike s violating the city law can get a $124.00 ticket... Stats for how often Seattle motorcyclist get ticketed were

not available.

A quiet library averag es 30 decibels, a la wn mower 90, a busy street averaged 80 and a jet engine and firearms

averaged about 130 decibels.

Jim McCaslin, president and chief operating officer of Harley -Davidson Motor Company, called the issue of
excessive motorcycle noise one of the company's tou ghest challenges "because of its potential to divide and
destroy our sport.

Here are more of McCaslin's comments from the Harley -Davidson Web site: 0Today, Harley -Davidson motorcycles
have more power and performance than our predecessors could have ever imagined, but with all due respect, we

love to hear them coming. That doesn't mean louder noise equals even more power, however. It's an interesting
misconception. Testing has proven that straight pipes do not necessarily outperform pipes with lower noise levels.

Pick the wrong pipes and you can severely reduce your horsepower and/or your torque. And while you're doing it,

you'll awaken the sleeping gi ant of social concern that lives next door to all of us. o}

In Florida in 2004 at the U niversity of Florida an informal survey of 33 motorcycles found that nearly half of them

produced sounds above 100 decibels when throttled up which is the equivalent of a loud rock concert or a chainsaw.

The survey was part of an ongoing effort to identify recreational activities that can pose a threat to hearing. The

audiologists noted that that sample was small and did not represent all makers and models and some were mo dified

to make them louder. A formal research study is needed to study normal riding conditions. Exposure of 100

decibels is only safe for 15 minutes and permanent hearing loss is can occur with prolonged exposure of 85 or

higher. The loudest bike tested was 119 decibels and recommended exposure was only 11 seconds. Motorcycle

hel mets dono6ét offer any significant protection against noi
25 decibels. A ringing sound in the ears immediately after exposure and muffled hearing are warning signs of noise

induced hearing loss, which is permanent.

That ongoingr ik nging in the ears in called Tinnitus and what it r
have an external source making that sound. It can  be in one or both ears and even in the head. Most people

describe it as a ringing noise but it can be a high pitched whine, buzzing, hissing, humming or whistling sound. It can

tick, click, roar, and beep even be tunes and songs. Maybe thatis why | occa  sional break out in the Oscar Mayer

hot dog song? It can whoosh, be wind or waves, it can come and go or be constant. This ongoing sound can cause a

great deal of distress to people. Tinnitus is not a disease but a symptom of a large number of causes such as a side

effect of medications, infections, allergies, or injury from loud noises. In many cases the cause cannot be found.

There are numerous treatments plans and it is questionable how effective they are. David Letterman, Steve
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Martin, Pete Townsend, Barbara Streisand, Bill Sh atner and Lenard Nimoy all are listed that they have Tinnitus. It
doesndt surprise me at all that this group Ohears thingsbo.
Well maybe if Honda and Yamaha have their way then all these problems are going to go away. Both are dev  eloping

electric models to attract riders with these high gasoline prices.

Honda plans to debut its electric bike by 2011 and Yamaha will introduce its version in 2010. Yamaha stopped

selling its electric scooter last September after a battery recall. Bot h companies will use lithium -ion batteries to

power the vehicles.

So whether it is communities complaining of all the noise from motorcycles, your next door neighbor waking us up

as they roar down the stre et, or our own hearing that we are trying to protec t , I dondét think that
that is going to be going away any time soon, and dondt ev
whole different article that someone else will have to write.
